MARTINSBURG - The cost of a wedding today can range anywhere from several hundred
dollars to several hundred thousand dollars - depending on your personal style and budget.
That is why many couples are opting to enter free wedding giveaway contests.

Dena Morgan and Todd Glover of Martinsburg are one such couple. They are one of four
couples who have been selected as finalists competing for an all -expenses paid dream
wedding.

"I went to a bridal show and Historic Jordan Springs was there," says Morgan. This was where
she first heard about the dream wedding giveaway. She then made an appointment for them
to see the property. "When we saw it, we just fell in love with the place."

Not only did Morgan and Glover fall in love with Historic Jordan Springs, but they also fell in
love with the fact that the wedding it is giving way includes everything from the ceremony and
reception to the honeymoon - all at an estimated cost of $80,000.

Colt Nutter, executive director of Historic Jordan Springs, says he, Tonie Wallace, the owner of
Historic Jordan Springs, and Michael Haymaker, manager of Classic Tuxedo, collectively came
up with the idea to offer a dream wedding giveaway.

Basing the idea of their dream wedding giveaway on the same concept as NBC's "Today
Show," Nutter says "Last February we had a brainstorming meeting about what this dream
wedding giveaway would be and we spent until last June getting vendors and ideas together."

Just like on the "Today Show" version, couples chosen to participate in the giveaway must
compete for the grand prize. The public will vote on their favorite wedding items - such as
wedding gown, tuxedos, cake, etc. - then vote on their favorite couple. The coupl e who wins
the giveaway will not know any of the details of their wedding until 3 p.m. Oct. 11, 2009, the
date of the wedding.

Morgan says they actually had to sign a waiver saying they would accept all choices made on
their behalf.

"Not knowing is fine with us," she says. "We're happy to let everyone else make the decisions
for us. My mom's totally fine with this, she's all for it - less work for us."

The giveaway package will include: ceremony and reception site and full -service catering
provided by Historic Jordan Springs; wedding cake, gown and attendants' dresses provided by
Formalities; tuxedos for the groom and groomsmen provided by Classic Tuxedos; a horse -
drawn carriage provided by The Shenandoah Carriage Company, LLC; limousine service
provided by Winchester Limo; a couple's massage provided by Esther White Massage Therapy;
photography provided by Ott Photography; and a six day/seven night honeymoon in
Breckenridge, Colo.

Also included in the giveaway will be the cost of flowers, videography, ceremo ny music, a DJ
service for the reception provided by John Washington, hairstyles created by Blake and Co.
and make-up application for the bride and her party provided by Laura Carter from Mary Kay.

"The public will also be able to vote on a china pattern p rovided by Ayla Thomas Gift Shop,"
says Nutter.

The first couple's challenge is in conjunction with a bridal show at Historic Jordan Springs at
noon today. Jordan Springs will also host another bridal show and competition on April 19.

In order to enter the giveaway contest, the couples had to send a video to Historic Jordan
Springs answering the questions: "Why do you want to have your wedding at Historic Jordan
Springs?" "What would make your wedding special by having it at the estate?" and "Why do
you believe you most deserve a dream wedding?"

Once all of the entries were received, Nutter, Wallace and Haymaker chose their top 10 picks.
The couples selected were called to Jordan Springs to participate in personal interviews. From
the 10, four finalists were selected - Glover and Morgan; Josh Lumley and Katie Kraemer of
Winchester; Josh West and Jaime Marion of Stephens City, Va.; and Ryan Smith and Susan
Faber of Stephenson, Va. and Homer City, Pa.

Being the only couple from West Virginia, Morgan says she wa s afraid they would be at a
disadvantage, but has found that has not been the case.



"It hasn't been a disadvantage at all. Colt has been wonderful to us," she says.

One of the nuances that drew Morgan and Glover to Jordan Springs is its historical
significance. Historic Jordan Springs sits on what used to be a Catawba Indian ritual site, was
a hospital during the Civil War and is believed to be haunted. Glover says he's very excited at
the prospect of having their wedding at Jordan Springs, "but the fact th at it's haunted makes
it that much more exciting."

Although Morgan says they are the oldest couple in the competition, both are 37, they have
actually known each other for more than 30 years - meeting for the first time when they were
small children in Sunday school at church and then attending Hedgesville High School
together.

"I always had a crush on her during high school, but I was afraid to ask her out because she
was my sister's friend."

After graduating from high school and going their separate ways,  Morgan and Glover were
reunited at a Hedgesville High School football game two years ago.

Morgan is a geotechnical engineer for a firm in Frederick, Md., and Glover is an air crew flight
engineer technician for the 167th Air Lift Wing.

This will be the second marriage for both Morgan and Glover, and Glover has two children -
Broc, 9, and Breigh Anne, 6.

"They will be in the wedding," says Glover. "Broc will be the ring bearer and Breigh Anne will
be the flower girl. They love Dena and they're really excite d about it."

"We're definitely the oldest couple, but I think we have the best personality," says Morgan.

Glover says Nutter, Wallace and Haymaker picked songs to represent each of the couples.

"They picked love songs for all the other couples - they picked 'The Macarena' for us."

Glover says they hope to win the dream wedding giveaway because with the two of them
owning separate homes, they're paying two mortgages.

"We can't afford to get married," says Morgan, but she says they have a backup plan in case
they don't win. "They're helping us with a plan B."

For the four couple finalists, Historic Jordan Springs is offering discounted rates on its wedding
packages.

Morgan and Glover say they're ready for the competition to begin, but Morgan says there are
a few things she hopes they don't make them do.

"I hope they don't make us sing ... and I'm worried that it's going to be something really
physical. I've got a bum knee," she says.

But just as any good partner would support the other, Glover says, "That's ok.  I can sing and
I'm a pretty fast runner."

The announcement of the winners will be at 6 p.m. May 21.
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
